Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) and Cooperation in Academic Research,

Technology and Innovation is arranged to make at the Faculty of Science and Technology.
Rajamangala University of Technology Phra Nakhon, March 28, 2023.
This MOU s entered into by and between Faculty of Science and Technology, Rajamangala
University of Technology Phra Nakhon by Dr. Jirasak Tharajak, a Dean of Faculty of Science
and Technology, located at 1381, Pracharaj 1 Road, Kwaeng Wongsawang, Bangsue, Bangkok
10800, refer to “Sci-RMUTP”

And

CBD FOUNDER COMPANY LIMITED by Mr. Jatepiya Duangthongkham, the authorized directors
for the Company, with registered address, located at 225 Soi Nakniwat 16, Nakniwat Road,
Ladprao, Bangkok 10230, refer to “CBD-Founder”

Article 1 Objectives

According to realizing the benefactions of cooperation for academic development,
research, technology, and innovation, that follow to this MOU which had 2 parties include “Sci-
RMUTP” and “CBD-Founder”. These parties are arranged to the objective collaboration as
follow:

1.1 To develop the area for farmers' groups, community enterprises, and/or areas
granted the right to utilize joint collaborative research on medicinal plants and cultivate
‘Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom". In accordance with the statute narcotics code Act of 2564 (2021)
B.E. and/or the Act and/or relevant laws and amendments. Whereof the use of “Cannabis, Hemp,
and Kratom” is allowed for medical, scientific and/or research and development purposes.

1.2 To utilize productivity from "Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom", the components that is
a categorized as narcotics, to be used for medical and scientific purposes. And can be distribute

to authorized agencies and/or legally authorized persons.
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1.3 To enable “Farmer Groups”, “Community Enterprises” and/or “Social Enterprises”
and “CBD-Founder” as well as Contract Parties have and bring products, productivity and/or
production from “Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom” that Exempted and/or that are not narcotics to
use for other benefits including industry, agriculture and creating economic value as well as can
be used according to local knowledge and able to distribute and develop innovations that create
value added to the community based economy and/or the national economy.

1.4 To promote and support products related to research and development studies
Including the development and production of pharmaceutical formulas/Pharmacopoeia
"Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom", medicinal plants and herbs that can be used for medical and
scientific purposes, as well as comprehensive public health services, especially in the context of
the value chain.

1.5 To strengthen integrated cooperation in academia, research, and development in
accordance with the Higher Education Act of 2562(2019) B.E. and the Higher Education Standards
of 2561 (2018) B.E. in order to create the ability to generate, develop and utilize collaborative
work for the benefit of production and service sectors, especially on the fields of academia,
research, and development of "Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom" for medical, healthcare, and

scientific purposes, in line with Sustainable Development Goals or SDGs.

Article 2 Areas of Collaboration

Both parties will collaborate in carrying out the project and/or activities within the
framework prescribed by Thailand laws and regulations, particularly according to the Higher
Education Act of 2562 (2019) B.E. and the Higher Education Standards Act of 2561 (2018) B.E.
Additionally, the statute narcotics code Act of 2564 (2021) B.E., the Act and/or relevant laws and
amendments as well as relevant laws and regulations will be enforced, including amendments
or legal contexts consistent with the announcement of the Ministry of Public Health and the
guidelines for working with government agencies and/or government regulatory agencies. The
scope of cooperation as stated in the following understanding is not limited, but rather
encompasses all areas necessary to achieve Article 1.

2.1 To collaborate in education, research, development of technology, innovation, and
management for “Cannabis, Hemp, and Kratom” and addictive plants with medical benefits, as
well as other medicinal plants, as well as other herbs in a comprehensive value chain context.

This includes production (cultivation and extraction), production of key pure substances or
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compounds, related product operations, as well as clinical research and management and service
(as a Service, aaS). Initially, this involves conducting projects to establish areas and/or pilot
projects that will begin in 2023 and beyond.

2.2 To join the management for technology, body of knowledge, product, and
productivity as well as utilize them together, including jointly creating knowledge management,
establishing a database system, Medical Cannabis-Hemp-Kratom and Narcotic Plant Monograph
which include the addictive plants for medical benefits, as well as other medicinal plants.

2.3 To Jointly develop human capital resources in agricultural technology (Agri-Tech)
and related production innovations in the context of the value chain. Both in the dimension of
creating new skills (Re-Skill), developing existing skills (Up-Skill), developing new skills (New-Skill),
and including cooperative education, training, and support new startups (Start-Up).

2.4 Together as a resource for research-development-academic services, a source for
study visits and exchange of knowledge. It is also being a source of networking for learning,
research, and technology transfer at the national level. and international level.

2.5 Co-ordinate and support human resources, facilities, budgets, and other resources
for research-development-academic services, and other resources of both parties. It is also
including related factors for personal development, tool equipment, research and budget
allocation related to collaboration under this MOU to carry out various projects to successfully
achieve the goal/objective.

2.6 Together to create and promote a good image of the organization and hosts
national and/or international academic conferences.

2.7 Collaboration in the implementation of other activities/projects that both parties
or committees established by both parties according to MOU of cooperation deems appropriate
which based on a foundation of sincerity towards each other, in order to work together to solve
problems and obstacles and carry out operations in all aspects to achieve cooperation. This must
not be in violation of laws, regulations, and policies that both parties adhere to.

Both parties may enter into an agreement and/or memorandum of agreement which
considered as one of the essences of joint operations under this MOU. It is also must not be
contrary to any laws that be relevant including Acts, rules, and regulations, as well as policies

adhered to by both parties. And also is important for the benefit of the Thailand government.
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Article 3 Rights in product, productivity, and intellectual property.

The right to product, productivity and intellectual property arising from operations.
As well as the knowledge gained from studies, research, technology, and innovation and/or any
intellectual property rights arising under this MOU. It is the right of both parties in terms of
management of the main stakeholders or key stakeholders, where each party has the right to
bring the product, productivity, and intellectual property to be extended for use in one's mission
and duties in terms of public benefits. It is not considered commercial use. However, it must not
violate the laws, rules, and regulations of the government and/or agencies under this MOU, with

written approval from the rest of the party.

In addition, both parties can use the products and productivities resulting from the
operation to expand research and development cooperation towards innovation and/or new
commercial products. However, if one party uses the products and productivities to develop
innovation and/or new commercial products with another organization, they must obtain written
consent from the other party and share the arising benefits in terms of management of key
stakeholders. Additionally, both parties may make additional agreements together as
attachments, and/or memorandum of agreement (MOA) as an attachment, which is considered
an important content/essence content for joint operations. The above operation must not violate

laws, regulations, and government regulations.

Article 4 Confidentiality and transfer of rights and obligations/responsibilities.

Both parties will strictly disclose secrets/trade secrets to third parties. If either party
discloses confidential information, they must sign a written confidentiality agreement. Each party
cannot transfer the rights and obligations/responsibilities under this memorandum of
understanding to others without consent in writing from the other party.

Stakeholders and/or related persons according to this MOU are prohibited from using
the name and/or seal of the Faculty of Science and Technology and includes Rajamangala
University of Technology Phra Nakhon in seeking benefits both directly and indirectly unless

authorized in writing.
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Article 5 Specify the duration of amendments, changes, and cancellations.

5.1 This Memorandum of Understanding is valid for 5 (five) years from the signed date
of this Memorandum of Understanding.

5.2 Amendments or changes to this Memorandum of Understanding or the
implementation of sub-projects can be done with the consent of both parties. And there can be
an additional memorandum of understanding and/or memorandum of agreement as an
attachment.

5.3 Cancellation and/or termination of MOU, both parties can cancel the MOU. If there
is a reason to cancel This must be notified in writing specifying details and causes to the other
party at least 30 (thirty) days in advance. However, this must not affect the project activities. or
subject matter or pending operations to continue until completion.

In order for the activities/projects under this MOU to be efficient and effective, the
preparation and signing of a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) and/or a plan to achieve
cooperation, as stipulated in the important clauses of Article 2, must be completed within 30
days from the date of signing this MOU. If the deadline is missed, the MOU will be considered
null and void and/or terminated. |

5.4 Cancellation and/or termination under Article 5.3 should include failure to comply
with Article 4 as well as any action or involvement by any party or individual who has a stake in
this agreement for the purpose of seeking unauthorized benefits, and/or has used the text directly
or indirectly for communication, advertising or public relations purposes, in any form of
mainstream media, all types of social media, and any communication made by an unauthorized
person on behalf of "Sci-RMUTP" shall be deemed as intended for illicit purposes, and this MOU
will be immediately cancelled without written notice and without any right to claim damages

from the other party.
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Article 6 Other essence

This Memorandum of Understanding does not constitute a legal relationship
between 2 parties (“Sci-RMUTP” and “CBD-Founder”) in the form of a partnership, principal,
agent or employer, contractor in any way. And does not constitute the authorization of any party

to cause obligations, responsibilities and/or liabilities on behalf of the other party.

This memorandum of understanding is arranged to make in two copies with
identical text. Both parties have read and understood all along. Therefore, signed and sealed

(if any) as evidence in the presence of witnesses. and kept one copy per side.
